Hello All----------------Even though winter has just begun some of us are thinking 

ahead to the upcoming summer trips.  The chapter has a five day trip planned in 

August to the Smokey Mtns.  Also, there are quite a few of us heading to Des 

Moines, Iowa for Wing Ding in July.  Plan ahead and come with us. 

 

It's always more fun traveling in a group if you make plans ahead of time and 

know how everyone likes to travel.  Some things to consider when traveling 

together are your departure time, the stopping time for the day, how long you will 

ride between stops for gas and food and should you make reservations ahead of 

time for the night.
