Since the weather has still been nice and a lot ofayewcontinuing to ride, how many of you really "look
where you are going”? Whether you are on two wheelsree it is very important to always "look where you
want to go".
If you look at the edge of the road or into a ditch whengato a curve that is where you will most likely end
up and that is not a good thing. Instead always look alsett as possible. Practicing this will make you a
smoother and more accurate rider which always makes malmg fun and, most of all, much safer for
everyone.
The same principle applies when making U turns. Tuum fead in the direction you want to go. Don't look
where you are going----look where you want to go and @we't look down or that is possibly where you will
end up.
