TOPIC: How Are You Starting This Riding Season?

There are other things that you can do to be at your best out on the road, too. Many deis will
out on the road before MSF or GWRRA Rider Courses are offered.

So what else can you do to get in the right frame of mind and tune up your skills right awa
There are a few things you can do as an individual or in a group (such as witfel@u
chapter members) to be prepared to ride safely and with skill before the season is even
weeks old.

First, you can practice your skills in an empty, quiet parking lot with smooth pavement that
free of loose gravel or sand. Find an emptyrch or a school parking lot, or some unused out

of-theway space at a shopping center safely away from moving vehicles. Choose a time wt
it is unlikely to be busy, (e.g., a school lot on Sunday) as your safety is of the utmo
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importance. Work on brak@) turning, curves, stopping while in a curve (remember to
straighten the handlebabgforebraking!), and turning when pulling away from a stop. When
you practice alone, always remain vigilant to vehicles encroaching on your space.

Second, how about paripating in a Parking Lot Practice? Also referred to as a PLP, this is ar
activity that many Chapters hold at the chapter level. [B3 may have an informal PLP as part
the Road Captainbs course, after ouPLPaent
all spelled out in the Cornering Practice Guide along with tips to execute the skills correctl
Talk to your Chapter Educator about holding a Parking Lot Practice for your chapter, or if the
Is a Facilitated Parking Lot Practice scheduled gear

Third, you can attend a Team Riding Seminar. [B3 had this scheduled for our Februa
gathering, which was cancelled due to weather; WE HAVE RESCHEDULED IT FOR OUR
MARCH 6 GATHERING; The CeRider seminar will be rescheduled later in the year.] This
seminar is particularly good to hold at the chapter level because the folks who are normally p
of your riding team can all hear the same Team Riding tips. Why would you sit through a Tea
Riding Seminar? One reason is because most of us ride to valaoes pround the state with
our riding friends. And if you know what to expect from the others in your grouqur teami
you wi || be more I|ikely to trust them. Y
going to ride safely and predictably instaggered formation. That is what the Team Riding
Seminar provides you.

Getting back to the bike for a minute, if you have new tires on your bike for the new seasc
know that the tire manufacturers recommend that you take it easy on those tiredifst 5l0¢

100 miles. That means go easy in the curves and easy on acceleration to preventsslitlee
reason is because the surface of the tire will be slickest (slippery) when new. There are a col
of common explanations why, but the result isgshmei reduced traction. The rubber will get
scuffed and roughed up enough over that d
improve. Be particularly careful with new tires on painted stripes and metal plates, and ¢
surfaces thatareskc even when your tires arenot .

Remember that practice in a parking lot, by yourself or with others, is good for all of us afte
the long offseason. It is even more beneficial and important if you recently bought a new c
used motorcycle. Get to know thaew-to-you bike and how it handles in a safe environment.
