Pulling a trailer 

 Many of us pull trailers in the chapter and they range from small utility trailers to large camper trailers like 
my Aspen Ambassador and JJ’s camper trailer.  Both of these trailers affect us as we travel down the road whether 
it be on a bike or a trike. 

 I have heard and used the phrase many times “I never know it’s there” but this is a bit misleading.  We 
always know it’s there, but sometimes forget it’s there when we have traveled a long distance with it and have 
become accustomed to the extra “passenger”.  The very minimum that we tow affects our acceleration and our 
braking even if we have become accustomed to it.  We are adding a trailer that weighs at least 150 lbs., and the 
load it is carrying, that is at least 100 lbs. (probably more), and that HAS TO AFFECT US.  Slower acceleration and 
longer stopping distances are the minimum affect this has, not to mention the additional throttle used to go up hills. 

 I think what we mean is that we don’t have a conscious “feel” of the lightweight trailers as we are moving. 
However, the affect the weight behind us has on cornering is always present and we DO FEEL that.  If we 
decelerate in a corner the trailer will push the rear end of our motorcycle out and when accelerating it pulls it in the 
opposite direction.  The heavier the trailer the more pronounced these affects are.  We always MUST be aware of 
this weight and the affect it has on us.  Now those of us who ride tikes do not have as much of this since we have; 
1.  2 wheels in the back,  2. A wider stance, and,  3. More weight, especially in the rear, however, it is still there. 

 I will guarantee that if you ask JJ or me, (unless JJ fibs), we will tell you that the camper trailers don’t let 
you forget they are there.  Acceleration is much, much slower and braking distances are much longer. 

 It is my strong recommendation that those of you who tow or are considering towing, at the very least, 
attend a trailering seminar and, preferably, the trailering class presented by the GWRRA.  When you first get the 
trailer take it to a large parking lot and practice all of the riding you do, including swerving, before taking it on the 
road. 

 I like the convenience of both the utility trailer and the camping trailer and I think anyone who has a trailer 
will tell you the same thing.  Just remember that it adds to the awareness the rider must have at all times and they 
should never forget it is there!
